It’s been 

a blessing to walk through the hallways with prospective families as they see 

kiddos and teachers in action.  Maybe you remember the first time you visited 

CCP!  Without exception, families fall in love with our program.  I wouldn't’ say 

that if it wasn’t true!  Nor would I still be here after 18 years.  (By the way, there 

are staff members who have been longer than me and they would agree!)  To pre-

pare for tours, I read through the CCP Parent handbook (you can find this on our 

web-site below).  From our mission, to what we believe about educating young 

children, you will find truths that we hold fast to but the proof they say is in the 

pudding.  (I’m not sure who came up with that but I’m going to use it here!)  As I 

have walked through the hallways the last few weeks, I've been so proud of show-

ing nervous, first time parents happy, involved kiddos who are engaged in playdoh, 

building with leggos, painting with ice, creating snowmen out of styro-foam, read-

ing books quietly on the circle rug, running madly around the gym playing tag or 

chasing a ball. These new families see teachers with their heads down encouraging 

a child as he/she learns to write his name or spell out her favorite color.  Teachers 

guiding the class counting to 25 (and beyond!).  Hearing a teacher encouraging the 

classroom to do a new thing, she says “Hmmm...this might be a little bit hard”, 

we’ve heard the kiddos shout “But we can do hard things!”  This is music to the 

ears and joy to the soul!  CCP is about the business of learning about ourselves, our 

own feelings, our friends feelings, experiencing life in a community, how to com-

municate our needs and learning to think on our own.  We do our best to encourage 

independence and a joyful curiosity about the world God placed us in.
